HICAGO, IlL—A crowd of
34,870, largest ettendance of
the s=eason in Wrigley
Field, largest Chicago day-
time baschall crowd of the
season and sccond only to
the 40,108 at the Red Sox-
White Sox night game in
Comiskey Park, June 14,
saw the Cub-Giant double-

header, July 14. This surge of patronage

was due, apparently, to a downright en-

thusiasm for the game iself in the United:

States’ second largest city. It certainly
was not traceable to any pennant fever,
for the Cubs eniered the contest 1115
games out of first place and the Giants
five and one-half off the pace.

On Saturday, July 13, me Cubs list-
lessly submitted to a 2 to 0 licking at
the hands of ihe Boston Bees, and the
Giants took & double whipping from the
Cards in St. Louis. Obviously, not much
of & smokeup for & near-capacily crowd
at a spectacle invelving two ileams con-
sidered pennant eontenders only by them-
selves,

And it must be said for the Cubs that
they responded to the big home assemblage,
as did better Cub teams in years of old.
We mean in the first game. The Cubs
were irailing, 5 to 2, afler Bill Lee had
been knocked out with four runs in the
fifth inning. ‘Then, while Charley Root
was® doing a swell job of relieving, the
Chicagoans pecked away through heroic,
albeit gradusl, processes to fie the score
ir the seventh. Claude Passeau took over
in the eighth, as did Paul Dean for the
Gianils, and the two able righthanders
baiiled down the line in the tie until the
start of the thirteenth, when Bill Nichol-
son banged his No. 12 homer to bust up
the game. Truly, an old-time Cub finish

HEN the experis break down
the Brooklyn Dodgers to see
what makes them tick, the
verdict usually is: “Leo Duro-
cher has a gretl:,r glick infleld.”
And viewed strictly from the
flambuoyant Flatbush manner,
it would be: "The Dodgers
have the best infleld in the National
League. Reading from left to right, this
means the combination of Lavagetto, Du-
rocher or Reese, Coscarart and Camilli.

There is no questioning the efficiency of
the Brooklyn first line of defense, It has
speed, double-play skill and polish, And
not the least of the uniis that go to make
up the daily foursome is one Peter John
Coscarart, the French-Spanish lad who
locks after the traffic at second base, His
“arrival” last year put the finishing touch-
es on the Dodger infield and the slender,
loose-jointed speedster with the anti-air-
craft gun arm is treading the road to star-
dom this season,

Pete, a rather shy and retiring indi-
vidual, who frequently is called Brook-
Iyn's “fourth outfielder" because of the
range of Kis infield activities, comes from
a baseball family that ranks second, pos-
sibly, only to the DiMaggios,

There are three of the hall-?la:.rin: Cos-
cararis. Joe, the oldest, is utility infielder
with Seattle in the Coast league, and Steve,
next oldest to Pele, is with Salem in the
Westein  International League, having
slipped down the ladder in the last two
seasons, due to injuries. At one period in
their careers, all were with,Coast clubs,
Pete and Steve with Portland and Joe, who
was with the Boston Nationals in 1935 and
1936, with his present elub,

He was with Indianapolis
part of 1930 and 1931, Columbus part of
1931 and Buffalo for the remainder of the
season and until 1935, when he was re-
leased and signed with Syracuse, He be-
came the property of Nashville in 1936

Henry J. Weidenthal, former sports edi-
lor and writer, died at Lakewood, O, a
suburb of Cleveland, July B, after an in-
ness of six weeks with a heart ailment.
