nal have time tc iake anybody Into his
confidence about It. He met Tom Yaw-
key, weslthy young owner of the Boston
club, for the first time at Cleveland and
heard him spy he had something like S250,=
000 to spend for players, 1t had been a
long time since Phil had heard anybody
talkk in those figures and when Eddle Col-
lins prompled him' {o say something about
Ferrell, the veleran St Louls owner eoyld
not refrain {rom listening.

Money Always Comes in Handy.

The best avallable estimaies hereabouts
klaced ihe sum Ball received for Ferrell
and Brewn at  $50,000, Mervyn Shea, a
